* Provide support, instruction and coaching for all participants in HRC’s recreational/fitness

« Communicate effectively with the Head Coach, other staff and volunteers regarding athlete
development, program delivery, safety concerns, equipment etc for the smooth, safe operation
of the programs

* Prior experience as a rowing coach working with both junior and adult rowers is desirable
» Pleasure craft operator’s card (required before start of season)

* Current qualifications in First Aid and CPR (required before start of season)
